1. LEVEL 1 HEADINGS (in capital letters)
The format of the contribution should strictly follow the model used in this template. Paper size, margins, fonts, colours and sizes of the different levels of headings must not be altered. If information is pasted from another document, the "Merge formatting" option must be used.
The maximum length allowed is 8000 words including all the content of the file (summaries, tables, notes, bibliography...).
1.1. Level 2 headings 
Tables and figures should be placed in the approximate place that corresponds to them in the text. All of them must be referenced in the text and must have a title. They should not account for more than 20% of the total number of pages. 

Tables must be numbered consecutively. They must follow the format indicated in Table 1 (leave a blank space before and after the table). Use dots instead of commas as decimal separator.

Figures should also be numbered consecutively. They should follow the format of Figure 1 (leave a blank space before and after the figure). They should be of adequate quality, preferably with a resolution of 300 dpi.

Explanatory notes to the text should be kept to a minimum. They should be numbered consecutively with superscript figures before the Bibliography section. Do not use the "insert footnote" command. Example:

REFERENCES
Bibliographic citations will strictly adhere to the APA 7th edition presentation rules. Citations in the text will be made with the surname (or surnames separated by a hyphen) of the author and the year of publication, both in parentheses and separated by a comma. Example: (Lillo-Beviá, 2000). In the case of a textual quotation, it should be enclosed in inverted commas and the page number should be indicated. If the author is part of the narrative, only the year should be placed in parentheses. If several references by one author are included, a correlative letter should be added to the year (a, b, c...), in ascending order. In the case of two authors, both should always be cited. When the work has three or more authors, only the surname of the first author followed by "et al." and the year should be used. In the bibliographic list, the citation must be complete. 

References should be listed at the end of the article following the format specified below, in alphabetical order of authors and according to the following model:

Books: Author (surname, comma and initials of name and full stop; in the case of several authors, they are separated by a comma and before the last author by a "y"), year (in brackets) and full stop; full title in italics and full stop; publisher. In case a book translated after the original publication has been handled, "Orig." and the year are added at the end in brackets. Example:
Sartori G. (1998). Homo videns. La sociedad teledirigida. Taurus (Orig. 1997).

Chapters of collective books or proceedings: Author(s); year; title of the work cited, and then, introduced by "En", the director(s), editor(s) or compiler(s) (initials of the first name and surname), followed in brackets by Dir., Ed., Comp. or Coords, adding an "s" in the case of several; the title of the book in italics and in brackets the pagination of the chapter cited and the publisher. Example:
Escudero Muñoz, J.M. (1996). El Centro como lugar de cambio educativo: la perspectiva de la colaboración. En J. Gairin y S. Antúnez. (Coords.), Organización escolar. Nuevas aportaciones (pp. 227-286). Ediciones Pedagógicas.

Journals: Author(s); year; title of the article; full name of the journal in italics; vol. or number in italics; the number in brackets without being separated from the vol. when pagination is by number; and initial and final page. Example:

Wiest, L.R. (2001). The Role of Computer in Mathematics Teaching and Learning. Computers in the Schools. 18(1-2), 41-55.
